From the Pastor’s desk . . .  
 Stewardship of Treasure  
&    ‘Outreach to Ecuador’ 

     This past weekend saw an amazing outpouring 
of generosity in the way of support for the victims 
of the earthquake disaster in Ecuador.  As part of 
the annual celebration honoring our Blessed Moth-

er, under her title of ‘Our Lady of the Clouds,’ by the members 
of our Ecuadorian parishioners (who comprise a significant 
number among our Hispanic community) our parish masses 
saw record breaking attendance on Sunday (over 600 people 
were present for the 11 o’clock mass).   
     An ‘appeal’ was made at all the masses, and a special collec-
tion was taken up, for donations that will be sent to assist the 
humanitarian efforts in Ecuador.  As of this writing, along with 
our usual collection for ‘parish support’ (which normally aver-
ages at about one thousand dollars each week), through your 
generosity, we not only managed to raise the usual amount for 
our weekly support of the parish, (in fact, we surpassed it by 
almost an additional seven hundred dollars,) we also collected 
specifically for the people of Ecuador

     This is amazing! Your generosity continues to humble me.  I 
know, as your pastor, we are not a very ‘wealthy’ community by 
today’s standards, but whenever there has been a cause or crisis 
that needs our support, you have always responded in a most 
generous and selfless manner.  From our own parish funds, that 
are earmarked for ‘charity’ in our annual parish budget, we will 
match this collection with an additional three thousand dollars, 
bringing our total contribution to $6,142.00 dollars!       
     Hopefully, along with all the other parishes throughout the 
Diocese of Brooklyn (who are taking up similar special collec-
tions) we will effect a noticeable impact on the restoration, re-
building and revitalization of Ecuador and her people.  Thank 
you!

Jubilee Year of Mercy  
 + Seventh Sunday of Easter + 

 Between Ascension and Pentecost, the 
apostles “devoted themselves with one ac-
cord to prayer, together with some women and Mary the moth-
er of Jesus” (Acts 1:12–14). Mary’s presence at the center of the 
disciples’ circle of prayer provides “a source of comfort and 
strength,” says Pope Francis, for Mary’s “entire life was pat-
terned after the presence of mercy made flesh.” At the foot of 
the cross, Mary witnessed Jesus’ forgiveness of his executioners, 
a supreme expression of the depths to which God’s mercy can 
reach. “Mary attests that the mercy of the Son of God knows no 
bounds and extends to everyone, without exception,” Francis 
notes. Being able to live that unconditional forgiving mercy is 
the grace we pray the Holy Spirit to bestow. During these days 
of prayer before Pentecost, in this month dedicated to Our Lady, 
“may the sweetness of Mary’s countenance watch over us,” 
Francis prays, “so that all of us may rediscover the joy of God’s 
tenderness” (Misericordiae Vultus, 24).
